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From The Desk of Father Kenneth Nobrega Sunday Masses

“Getting to know our Lady of Fatima”

It is a great honor for St. Joseph the Worker parish
to have been named the Diocese of Oakland’s official
pilgrimage site for the Fatima Centennial (1917-2017). The
apparitions of Our Blessed Mother to three young shepherd
children in Fatima, Portugal, began from May to October of
1917.

As we prepare to celebrate this special series of events
in our parish it helps for us to have a little background and
so for the next few months we will be getting to know our
Lady of Fatima with some historical background and
stories compiled by Fr. Joseph Previtali, a priest from the
Archdiocese of San Francisco, and Adjunct Instructor of
Dogmatics, St. Patrick’s Seminary, Menlo Park.

Fr. Prevatali: To understand Our Lady of Fatima,
we must understand the situation of the world 100 years
ago. In 1914, the Great War had begun in Europe. World
War I, as we call it now, brought untold devastation to the
world, with the newest weapons technologies being wielded
unto the lowest depths of human moral depravity.

Millions of men, on all sides, were mowed down in the
trenches by machine guns, only to gain or lose a few yards
on the battlefield.

Pope Benedict XV, through the promotion of the Holy
Rosary, and Blessed Charles of Austria, the Holy Roman
Emperor, through peace negotiations, sought a swift end
to the senseless violence to no avail. Europe was in the
process of losing her sanity and her soul. At the same time,
the Bolshevik Revolution was brewing in Russia through-
out most of 1917, which would become the first Communist
country in the history of the world. Russia became Com-
munist on November 8, 1917. Our Lady of Fatima had
appeared to the children for the final time one month
earlier, on October 13. The ceasefire of World War I was
called on November 11, 1918. With Russia Communist and
Europe shell-shocked by unprecedented violence, God had
brought light into the darkness through the loving
presence of His Mother.

“Llegando a conocer a nuestra Sefiora de Fatima”

Es un gran honor para la parroquia de San José Obrero
por haber sido elegida por la Diocesis de Oakland como el
sitio de peregrinacion oficial para el Centenario de Fatima
(1917-2017). Las apariciones de Nuestra Madre Bendita a
tres nifios de pastor jovenes en Fatima, Portugal, comen-
zaron de mayo al octubre de 1917.

Mientras nos preparamos para celebrar esta serie
especial de eventos en nuestra parroquia ayuda a que
tengamos un poco de historia asi que para los préximos
meses nos iremos conociendo a nuestra Sefiora de Fatima
con algunos antecedentes historicos y las historias recopila-
das por el P. Joseph Previtali, un sacerdote de la
Arquididcesis de San Francisco y profesor adjunto de la
dogmatica , Seminario de San Patricio, Menlo Park, CA.

El P. Prevatali: Para entender nuestra Sefiora de
Fatima, debemos entender la situacion del mundo hace 100
afios. En 1914, la gran guerra habia comenzado en Europa.
La primera Guerra Mundial, como lo llamamos ahora, trajo
devastacion incalculable para el mundo, con las nuevas
tecnologias de armas siendo ejercidas a las mas bajas
profundidades de depravacion moral humana. Millones de
hombres, en todos los lados, fueron segadas en las trinche-
ras por ametralladoras, s6lo para ganar o perder unas pocas
yardas en el campo de batalla.

El Papa Benedicto XV, mediante la promocion del
Santo Rosario y el Beato Carlos de Austria, emperador ro-
mano santo, a través de las negociaciones de paz, busc6 un
rapido fin de la violencia sin sentido y sin resultado alguno.
Europa estaba en proceso de perder su cordura y su alma.
Al mismo tiempo, se estaba gestando la revolucion bol-
chevique en Rusia durante la mayor parte de 1917, que se
convertiria en el primer pais comunista en la historia del
mundo.

Rusia se convirtié en comunista en 08 de noviembre de
1917. Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima habia aparecido a los nifios
por ultima vez un mes antes, el 13 de octubre. El alto al
fuego de la primera guerra mundial fue llamado el 11 de
noviembre de 1918. Rusia Comunista y Europa en panico
por la violencia sin precedentes, Dios trajo luz a la oscuri-
dad a través de la presencia amorosa de su madre.

Light A Votive Candle

Catholics rely greatly on prayer, as we acknowledge
and seek peace and refuge in conversation with God, or
ask friends to offer prayers for us. What comfort is ob-
tained in the knowledge that someone dear is offering
prayers to the Father on our behalf!

It is this same motivation, which prompts devout
souls to burn candles in the church, or even before holy
images in their own homes. Prayer, practiced as a virtue,
is a continual uplifting of the heart to and union with
God. While we carry on with our daily duties, the candle
we have lit burns faithfully as a constant prayer to God,
reminding of our love and our petitions. As long as the
flame is glowing we can imagine there are angels pre-
senting at the Throne of God, the prayers of the entire
Church for our intention. Hence, the pious custom of
lighting vigil candles is a highly commendable and most
efficacious means of obtaining the choicest blessings for
ourselves and for loved ones.

A votive candle is an offering made to God through
the intercession of the Saints and so it should not be con-
sidered a normal retail “purchase” as other secular items
we tend to buy. Recently we increased our candle dona-
tion request to $5.00 - It had been 14 years (2003) since
our last candle donation increase.

Please note that candles not obtained directly from
St. Joseph the Worker Church are forbidden due to
insurance policies. Any outside candle found in the
church building will be removed and thrown away.
